Structure, governance, objectives and management.

This charity's governing instrument is a trust deed dated 1 September 2009. The charity was registered with the Charity
Commission 16 September 2009 having commenced work in July 2008 under the supervision of the registering trustees.
The objectives of the Trust are to advance the Christian Faith by (1) caring, listening, and helping people on the streets,
(2) relieving sickness and hardship, (3) advancing education in accordance with Christian principles.

Trustees Annual Report

The project was incorporated 17 July 2008 when it was accredited by the Ascension Trust as an official Street Pastor
scheme. After training 25 volunteers from 10 different local churches commenced patrolling local streets December 2008.
We are pleased to report that we now have 46 Street Pastors from over 20 local churches patrolling in three parts of the
city, Deepdale, City Centre and Kingsfold.

We can report significant reduction in reported crime in the area, communities report they feel safer because of our
presence, and many individuals have received specific help.

After our experience on our first 'pilot' year, we were pleased to be able to respond to further requests from local police and
communities to assist in other areas. Many have described our volunteers as 'like Good Samaritans'. We have more
requests to set up new projects than we have volunteers at present, and we are grateful to those who are helping us grow
and develop the project. We are increasingly known as "'The Church on the Street'.

The Trustees pay tribute to our great volunteers, and the churches and church groups that have supported them.
Without that level of widespread support, and grant support from central Anglican sources, Faiths in Action, Small Sparks,
New Progress Housing, Preston City Council, and a number of private donors, we could not have operated.

We pay tribute to our Co-Ordinator Jason Buckler, and his team of Senior Street Pastors who do so much to lead and
train our teams. Jason will be joining the Board in the early New Year
